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In A Theory of Adaptation, Linda Hutcheon argues
that “An adaptation is not vampiric: it does not
draw the life-blood from its source and leave it
dying or dead, nor is it paler than the adapted
work. It may, on the contrary, keep that prior work
alive, giving it an afterlife it would never have had
otherwise.” Hutcheon’s refusal to see adaptation
as “vampiric” is particularly inspiring for those of
us who do work on adaptations.

Adaptations for
young adults, in particular, have the added benefit
of engaging the young adult reader with both then
and now, past and present — functioning as both
“monuments” to history and the “flesh” of the
reader’s lived experience.

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Emma Brindley has investigated the responses of
European robins to the songs of neighbors and
strangers.

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In trying to explain how different disciplines
attempt to understand autobiographical memory
the literary critic Daniel Albright said, “Psychology
is a garden, literature is a wilderness.” He meant, I
believe, that psychology seeks to make patterns,
find regularity, and ultimately impose order on
human experience and behavior. Writers, by
contrast, dive into the unruly, untamed depths of
human experiences.
