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E-commerce is to the information revolution
@ what the railroad was to the industrial revolution.
While the railroad mastered distance, e-commerce
eliminates it. The Internet provides enterprises
with the ability to link one activity to another
and to make real-time data widely ® available.
It strengthens the move ® to break up the big
corporation of today. But, the greatest strength of
e-commerce is that it provides the consumer with
a whole range of products, @ whoever makes
them. E-commerce separates, for the first time,
selling and producing. Selling is tied no longer to
production but to distribution. There is absolutely
no reason why any e-commerce enterprise should
limit ® themselves to marketing and selling one
maker’s products.
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In perceiving changes, we tend to regard the
most recent @ ones as the most revolutionary.
This is often inconsistent with the facts. Recent
progress in telecommunications technologies is
not more revolutionary than ® what happened
in the late nineteenth century in relative terms.
Moreover, in terms of the consequent economic
and social changes, the Internet revolution has
not been as ® important as the washing machine
and other household appliances. These things, by
vastly reducing the amount of work needed for
household chores, @ allowing women to enter the
labor market and virtually got rid of professions
like domestic service. We should not “put the
telescope backward” when we look into the past
and underestimate the old and overestimate
the new. This leads us ® to make all sorts of
wrong decisions about national economic policy,
corporate policies, and our own careers.
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There is little doubt that we are driven by the sell-
by date. Once an item is past that date it goes into
the waste stream, further @ increasing its carbon
footprint. Remember those items have already
travelled hundreds of miles @ reach the shelves

and once they go into waste they start a new
carbon mile journey. But we all make our own
judgement about sell-by dates; those brought
up during the Second World War ® are often
scornful of the terrible waste they believe such
caution encourages. The manufacturer of the food
has a view when making or growing something

These rare
individuals can drink an espresso with dinner and
fall fast asleep at midnight without a problem.
Others, however, have a slower-acting version of
the enzyme. It takes far ® longer for their system
to eliminate the same amount of caffeine. As a
result, they are very @ insensitive to caffeine’s
effects. One cup of tea or coffee in the morning
will last much of the day, and should they have a
second cup, even early in the afternoon, they will
find it difficult to fall asleep in the evening. Aging
also ® alters the speed of caffeine clearance:
