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Despite abundant warnings that we
shouldn’t measure ourselves against others,
most of us still do. We’re not only meaning-
seeking creatures but social ® ones as well,
constantly making interpersonal comparisons
to evaluate ourselves, improve our standing,
and enhance our self-esteem.
