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The economic benefit of culturtainment makes it attractive to
politicians and policy makers alike. A potential increase in
inbound visitor numbers coupled with their demand for related
goods and services (travel, accommodation, retail) is an
incentive for those within governments and authorities to work
with cultural groups in order to develop celebrations and
commemorations into larger and more high-profile events.
However, such commercialization risks culturtainment becoming
homogeneous and losing its original ‘message’ that could lead
to a dilution of audiences.
